	Ethos and rationale:      Faith is an important curriculum subject in its own right and also makes a unique contribution to the spiritual, moral, social and cultural development of pupils and supports wider community cohesion. 

At Springvale Primary School, we believe that it is vital for all our pupils to learn from and about religion, so that they can understand the world around them. Through Studying different faiths, pupils develop their knowledge, understanding and awareness of the beliefs, values and traditions of other individuals, societies, communities and cultures. We encourage our pupils to ask questions about the world and to reflect on their own beliefs, values and experiences. Our Faith curriculum is enhanced further with trips to places of worship in our local area.  

We use the agreed Barnsley SACRE syllabus as the basis for our faith curriculum.

Aims 
Acquire and develop knowledge and understanding of Christianity and three other principal religions represented in Great Britain.
Develop an understanding of the influence of beliefs, values and traditions on individuals, communities, societies and cultures

Enhance their spiritual, moral, social and cultural development by: developing awareness of the fundamental questions of life raised by human experiences, and of how religious teachings can relate to them

Develop positive attitudes of respect towards other people who hold views and beliefs different from their own, and towards living in a society of diverse religions.


	EYFS

Understanding the World is the area of the curriculum where the children learn to become historians, geographers and scientists and begin to understand that people have different beliefs. Understanding the world involves guiding children to make sense of their physical world and their community. The frequency and range of children’s personal experiences increases their knowledge and sense of the world around them – from visiting parks, libraries and museums to meeting important members of society such as police officers, nurses and firefighters. In addition, listening to a broad selection of stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems will foster their understanding of our culturally, socially, technologically and ecologically diverse world.
